Daniels of Noblesville, IN; son, Dean Jr. (Cheryl) of Grand Rapids, MI;
granddaughter, Kathryn of Washington State; and grandson, Andrew, serving in the
United States Navy; plus many nieces and nephews. Dean was preceded in death by
brothers, Robert (Dorothy), and Warren; and sisters, Carolyn (Robert) O'Brien and
Shirley Walters A memorial service for Dean will be held at 10:30 a.m.
