Edd and Vivian continued to farm the family homestead in Blanchard and Edd worked at
General Electric, later Hitachi of Edmore, retiring in 1985. Edd is remembered as outgoing and
friendly, with a love of hunting, fishing, and good times - good stories shared with friends and
family.

Edd is survived by his wife Vivian, of 70 years and his three children and their spouses, David
(June) Marston of Blanchard, Robert (Patricia) Marston of Sheridan, and Lori (Denny) Goddeyne
of Bay City.
